Moreover, schools can play an important role in the developmental process by which
students establish thar health and nutrition habits by providing nutritiousmeals and
snacks throughoutthe schoolsOmeal programs, by suppoting the development of good
eating habits, and by promoting increased physcal activity both in and out of school.

Free and Reduced Lunches

Union City High School participates in the Michigan Free and Reduced Lunch Program.
Our lundches meet recommendaionsset by the State. During the2006-2007 school year,
roughly 75 students qudified for free or reduced lunches at the high school level.

Applicationsare available in thehigh school
office and are kept confidential.

Core Currniculum

Thecore curriculum at Union City High School provides learning experiencesin
LanguayeArts, Sodal Studies, Mathematics, Science, Computer Technology, Musc,
Media, Art, Vocationd-Technical, Foreign Languaye (Spanish) and Health and Physcal
Education. All students at Union City are required to complete the approved core
curriculum. Thedevelopmental level and sequencing of thecurriculum, alongwith
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ingructiond strategies and evaluation measures, are designed and implemented by the
high school professiond staff and aligned with the Michigan Merit Curriculum (MMC).

In the Spring of 2006 the State of Michigan enacted arigorousnew set of graduaion
requirements tha are amongthebest in thenation. These new gradudion standadswill
berequired starting with the Class of 2011. Asthese students enter ther high school
years, they will bea pat of thenew Michigan Merit Curriculum. Administrators,
content curriculum teams, and the curriculum director continueto implement the new
standadsasthey are released by the State. Also new to the high school program isthe
Michigan Merit Exam (MM E) which will assesses all 11" graders each Spring. All
11" grade students statewide will be subject to taking this state exam on March 11",
12", and 13" in the Spring of 2008 Oneadditiona day of testing may berequired.

Dud Enrollment
Dud enrollment is a program that extendslearning oppotunities for high school students
by alowing eligible Juniors and Seniors to enroll in college courses during thenomal
schoolyear. Participaing students can earn college credit.

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Michigan Merit Exam (MME)

The Michigan Merit exam is comprised of Six separate testing areas. Reading,
Mathematics, Writing, Science, Total Endgish Language Arts and Soda Studies. Each
portion of thetest is scored on a scale of alevel of 1-4. Students mug also take the ACT
test, which is congdered a portion of the MME as well as WorkKeys. WorkKeys indude
areading and math portionin order to hdp students succeed in theworld econony.

Michigan Promise Scholarship

In December 2006,Governor Jennifer Granholm signed a bill for the new Michigan
Promise Scholarship. Students who meet certain state requirements and pursue
podseconday education will now beeligible for a$4,000 scholarship.

The scholarships begin with the Class of 2007 and replace the $2 500Michigan Merit
Award. Thos students who score well onthe high school assessment, (Meap Test) now
the ACT/Michigan Merit Exam (MME), and attend any two- or four- year collegein
Michigan or trade school will receive $1,000during ther freshman and sophonore years
and earn theremaining $2,000 after successfully completing two years of pog-seconday
educion. Students whodo notreceive qudifying scores on the high school assessment,
butmaintain a2.5 grade point average at ther pod-seconday inditution will receive
$4,000uponcompletion of their secondyear. We look forward to many of our students
taking advantage of the new Michigan Promise Scholarship. This year@ class of 2007
had 27% of its graduaing students qudify for scholarships Union City@ share of the
scholarshipstotal $8400000dollars.

No Child Left Behind

The
requirement percentageis thesame for all schools and districts in the state and is known
asthe Gannua state objective.O The states objectives for 200607 expressed as the
percent of students consdered proficient are:

Proficiency for AYP will bebased on theweighted sum of a proficiency index tha is
computed at each grade (3-11) counied for AY P at theschool. Proficientis defined as
students scoring in levels 1 or 2 (exceeds Michigan standads or meets Michigan
standards) on MEAP or surpassed the paformance standad or attained the performance
standard on MI-Access. Theannud state objective for each subject and gradelevel will
increase until it reaches 100%for all subjects and gradelevelsin 2014

Union City High School comprehensvely measures student outcomes by utilizing and
studying theresults of the Michigan Educationd Assessment Program (MEAP),

Michigan Merit Exam Testing as of Spring 2007 ,teacher madetests, andyzing classroom
grades, and observing accomplishments in variousareas of student activities. Individud
student outcomes are evaluated in relation to the potential of the student aswell as
compared with previouspeaformance of theindividud student.

In terms of evaludion, student peformance daa is desegregaed to andyze a cross
section of the general popuktion to carry outthemission statement that all students will
be encouraged and provided oppotunitiesfor all learners to achieve ther potential.
